If the parties do not agree upon a resolution, the faculty member will file a
statement of the alleged offenses, including a narrative of events, dates and times of occurrences, names of persons having
personal knowledge of the events, and a description of evidence. Ms. Derkach will forward a copy of these charges to the
accused student, and to the Chair of the GSPH Academic Integrity Hearing Board, who will set a hearing date. Copies of
materials such as charges and final decisions of the Hearing Board and the Dean will be filed in the student’s permanent record
at GSPH.
